IP Transit is a wholesale Internet access service provided by Omantel, whereby Omantel provides the Requesting Party (RP) with both national and/or international bandwidth for Internet traffic. This service utilises Omantel’s national and international networks to provide seamless connectivity and data transfer for the RP's Internet traffic needs..
The Service is comprised of the following component parts:
0. Access to the IP bandwidth.
0. Network to Network Connectivity.

0. [bookmark: _Ref452035027]Connectivity between Omantel premises where the Requesting Party has placed its equipment and Omantel POP.

Omantel offers the following options to enable the Requesting Party to connect its Co-located Equipment with the Requesting Party’s Node for additional charges specified in Clause 7 of this Sub Annex:
1. Omantel will provide the connectivity all the way to the Requesting Party’s Network; or
1. The Requesting Party will extend its own cable up to the closest point, designated by Omantel, to Omantel premises where the Requesting Party’s Equipment is Co-located, from where Omantel will extend the connectivity into its premises all the way to the Customer Equipment. 
Additional Charges will be applicable on Clauses 3.2.3 and 3.2.4.

Service Provisioning:
0. The Service provision shall be subject to a technical feasibility study. If the result of the feasibility study is that the order shall be rejected, Omantel will justify that conclusion and share the reasons with the Requesting Party in writing..
0. Omantel shall remain owner of the Service. The Requesting Party shall not sublease, resell, pledge, assign, swap or transfer the services listed in this Sub Annex to any national or international carrier, operator, content provider or an affiliate. For the purpose of this clause, the provision of services by the Requesting Party to its Customers shall not be considered as resale of service. .
0. Omantel will be responsible to maintain the Service and shall ensure that the Services offered to the Requesting Party are at the same level of quality as those to Omantel’s own Customers.
0. The Service is offered in in the following bandwidths: 2 Mbit/s, 34 Mbit/s, 155 Mbit/s, 1 Gbits/s, 10 Gbits/s, 100 Gbits/s.
The Requesting Party Responsibility:
0. [bookmark: _Ref440353485]The Requesting Party shall request the Service from Omantel and specify the capacity required.
0. The Requesting Party shall pay Omantel the Service fee described in Clause 7 of this Sub Annex.
Change request to existing link.
0.0.13 Upgrading the bandwidth orders are placed according to order procedures in Clause 6 of this Sub Annex.
0.0.14 The monthly fees for the increased bandwidth will be applicable from the date that the upgrade is performed.
0.0.15 A new Contract Terms will be applicable for the upgraded link and the existing Contract Term will be cancelled without any early termination charges provided that the new Contract Term at least covers the remaining period of the cancelled Contract.
0.0.16 Changes other than upgrading the bandwidth shall be considered as a termination of Service and an Order of a new one. A downgrade of no more than 5% of the relevant capacity provided to the Requesting Party within the relevant minimum contract period shall be acceptable and shall not be treated as termination of the service. For the avoidance of doubt, a downgrade after the minimum contract period has expired shall not require a termination and reorder.
Contract Terms and Termination:

If no notice is provided at least three (3) months before the completion of Contract, the Contract will be automatically renewed for the same Contract Term.
0.0.19 Omantel has the right to suspend the Service in accordance with Clause 17 of the Main Agreement in case the Requesting Party is in breach of its obligation under this Agreement. 
0.0.20 Termination of the Service by the Requesting Party before the expiration of the Contract Term is subject to early Termination Fee equal to the charges of the remaining period of the Contract Term. Once the initial term has concluded, and the agreement has been renewed, no Early Termination fees shall be applicable. If either Party wishes to terminate the contract, it shall inform the other party in writing three (3) months in advance of its intent to terminate the Contract. The Providing Party shall not terminate the Contract without the prior approval of the TRA. If no such notice is provided, the Contract will be automatically renewed for the same Contract Term.
0.0.21 The termination will be in accordance with the procedures in Annex H.

(k) monthly fee

Ordering and delivery is handled according to Annex H in additional to the following Clauses.
Omantel shall provide the Service within three (3) months subject to feasibility. This delivery date is subject to the Requesting Party and/or the end user having fully cooperated with Omantel and that there will be no delays caused by factors outside Omantel’s control such as, for example, due to the delay arising from the involvement of governmental entities.
If Omantel rejects the Requesting Party request, Omantel shall inform the Requesting Party of the reasons, which shall be objectively justifiable such as technical feasibility problems.
Omantel shall inform the Requesting Party once the Service connectivity is completed. The Requesting Party shall test the link within three (3) Working Days and in case the link is not connected, shall inform Omantel accordingly else Omantel has the right to charge the Requesting Party from the Date of delivery.
